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Get in on the Ground Floor

Before the ground floor, there was no BuilConn, and
Engineered Systems didn’t even have a building automation
columnist. Still, the stars were aligning. A variety of building
technologies were marching toward greater efficiency and flex-
ibility. A variety of owners were probably getting tired of
dealing with so many different systems to make a building
function the way common sense suggests it should. And I’m
quite sure that a large number of people in the HVAC, IT and
security businesses were wishing they could find a good way to
make more money.

Convergence on the horizon
Back at ES, we recruited controls veteran Ken Sinclair to
provide a monthly look at building automation. Shortly there-
after, a recurring theme started emerging from his page: New
capabilities are developing, but they blur some existing lines of
responsibility. We’ll call it “convergence.” Giving owners what
they want (simplicity and performance) is becoming easier, so

customers will notice if you’re giving them anything else.
Compartmentalization is not an option; you need to know
something about other facility systems in order to survive. You
could even learn enough to attract some of this new integra-
tion business, if you’d like.

Building a second story
Ken’s convergence mantra dovetailed perfectly with the
BuilConn philosophy, and ES believes in the message. Having
built the ground floor last April, BuilConn is readying its second
story. The second story is still easily accessible for those on the
ground floor. This story will involve more people, and it will
elevate their perspective a little more through the accumulation
of more shared ideas and know-how. Most importantly, those
who help write this second story in Dallas will be in a better
position to create their own happy endings back home. 
Take the quick flight up to join us in April, and see what there
is to see.
